 The attention of candidates and electors is drawn to the rules for filling up nomination papers and other provisions relating to nomination contained in the Parliamentary Elections Rules in schedule 1 to the Representation of the People Act 1983, as amended.

2
Every person guilty of a corrupt or illegal practice will, on conviction, be liable to the penalties imposed by the Representation of the People Act 1983, as amended.

3 All issues of postal ballot papers (except where a postal voter applies in person for a replacement for a spoilt or lost postal ballot paper) will be made by first class mail. A postal ballot paper (together with the Declaration of Identity and appropriate envelopes) may be returned either (a) by post or by hand to the Returning Officer or (b) by hand to a polling station in the constituency. Any person intending to vote by post, who may be unable to deal timeously with a postal ballot paper under the foregoing arrangements, should consider applying instead for appointment of a proxy.
