CIVIC GOVERNMENT (SCOTLAND) ACT 1982

LICENCE TO ACT AS A METAL DEALER

GENERAL CONDITIONS

A
LICENCE

1
The Dealer shall be permitted to deal in or from the specified business premises and no other premises.

2
The Dealer shall be permitted to deal only on the specified days and at the specified times.

3
The Dealer shall display his licence at all times at the specified business premises in such a position that it can be clearly seen by members of the public.

4
The Dealer shall keep his licence at all times clean and legible and shall exhibit it on demand to any authorised officer of the Council or Police Officer.

5
The Dealer shall not in any way alter, erase or deface his licence, and shall when reasonably required produce it for examination by any authorised officer of the Council or Police Officer.

6
The Dealer shall not lend or allow any other person to use his licence.

7
If the Dealer changes his address he shall, within fourteen days thereafter, give notice thereof to the Council and produce his licence to the Executive Director of Infrastructure Services who shall endorse thereon the particulars of such change of address.

8
If the Dealer ceases to act as a metal dealer or if this licence has expired, the Dealer shall, within 7 days thereafter, give notice thereof to the Council and deliver his licence to the Executive Director of Infrastructure Services at which time his licence shall be deemed to have been surrendered in terms of Paragraph 13(1) of the Schedule 1 to the Civic Government (Scotland) Act 1982.

B
REGISTER
9
The Dealer shall keep or cause to be kept a Register of all items bought and sold by him which exceed the specified value:

10
The Register must be in the form of a properly bound book with consecutively numbered pages or in another form approved by the Council.  The Register must be kept at the above business premises at all times.

The Register must include the following details in a style approved by the Council:


In the case of metal received or acquired:

a. Description and weight of the metal; 

b. Date and time of receipt of the metal;

c. If the metal is received or acquired from another person, the name and address of that person;

d. The price (if any) payable in respect of the receipt or acquisition of the metal, if that price has been ascertained at the time when the entry in the record relating to that metal is to be made

e. Where paragraph d above does not apply, the value of the metal at the time when the entry is to be made as estimated by the dealer;

f. In the case of metal delivered at the place in question by means of a mechanically propelled vehicle bearing a registration mark (whether the vehicle belongs to the dealer or not), the registration mark borne by the vehicle.


In the case of metal despatched, processed or otherwise disposed of

a. The description the description and weight of the metal immediately before its despatch, processing or other disposal;

b. The date of despatch, processing or other disposal of the metal and, in the case of processing the process applied;

c. In the case of metal disposed of otherwise than on sale or exchange, its value immediately before its disposal as estimated by the dealer.

Entries in the Register must be preserved for a period of not less than two years.

13
The Dealer shall keep the Register referred to in Conditions 9 to 12 above, available at all times while the above business premises are open for business for inspection by any authorised officer of the Council or Police Officer.

14 
The Dealer shall not dispose of or process any metal acquired by him in the course of business until the expiry of 48 hours (excluding any time on Saturdays and Sundays) after its acquisition.  The Council may order, after consultation with the Chief Constable, that this provision, as set out in Section 31 of the Civic Government (Scotland) Act 1982, shall not apply to the such metal or classes of metal as may be specified in the order.

C
GENERAL

The Dealer shall store or keep all items purchased in the course of his dealing only in the premises approved by the Council for that purpose.

16
The Dealer shall at all times keep his premises in a clean and proper condition to the satisfaction of any authorised officer of the Council.

17
Any requirements of the Highlands and Islands Fire Brigade shall be complied with and adhered to during the currency of this licence.

18
The Dealer shall ensure that at his premises all means of escape remain clear and free from obstruction at all times.  This includes fire exit doors inside and outside buildings and thoroughfares.  Fire fighting equipment in the premises should not be obstructed or covered over.

19
The Dealer, shall comply with any reasonable order or instruction given by a Police Officer or authorised officer of the Council:


(a)
for the prevention of obstruction or annoyance to the public or to the occupiers of any premises; 


(b)
in connection with any emergency or disturbance; or

(c)
on any occasion when such officer in his discretion may consider it necessary in the public interest to give such order or instruction.

D
ITINERANT METAL DEALERS


‘itinerant metal dealer’ means a person who carries on a business which consists wholly or partly of buying and selling for scrap waste materials and old, broken, worn out, defaced or partly manufactured articles made wholly or partly of metal which he collects by means of visits from place to place and which he disposes of without causing them to be kept in a metal store of other premises (either by so keeping them himself, or by disposing of them or giving custody of them to a person who keeps a metal store).

20 An itinerant metal dealer shall obtain from each person who buys metal from him a receipt showing the weight and description of the metal, the name and address of the buyer and the price paid for the metal.

21 Any such receipt shall be kept by the dealer for a period of 6 months from its date of issue.

22 An itinerant metal dealer shall keep a record in respect of each sale to him of metal showing the weight and description of the metal, the name and address of the seller and the price paid for the metal.

23 Any such record shall be kept by the dealer for a period of 6 months from the date of the sale to which it relates.
