Number of Occasional Extensions, Occasional Licences and Occasional Permissions Granted Under Delegated Authority
The Board considered and noted a report by the Clerk to the Board detailing occasional extensions, licences and permissions granted since the last quarterly meeting of the Board in June 2006 (Appendix 1).  Copies of the report were circulated at the meeting.

Report by Clerk to the Board Detailing Applications for Renewal of Licence; Children’s Certificate; Regular Extension of Permitted Hours; Occasional Extension of Permitted Hours; Permanent Transfer of a Licence; and Confirmation of Transfer of a Licence

The Board considered the applications detailed in the list prepared by the Clerk to the Board and took decisions thereon as shown in Appendix 2.

Policy and Practice for Extension of Hours
The Board considered a report prepared by the Clerk to the Licensing Board.  

The Depute Clerk to the Board introduced the report and advised that the report was prepared, in response to a request by Members of the Occassional Applications Committee meeting, so that delegated authority be given to the Clerk to the Board for the granting of routine applications.  

Mr B P Gregson welcomed the report but, concerned with regard to the genuine one off events, suggested the addition of the word “significant” before the word “genuine” at paragraph 2.3.(i) of the report and 2(a)(i) of the policy. 

Mr B P Gregson moved with respect to the recommendation in the report, that the Board grant extended delegated authority to the Clerk to deal with occasional applications within the policy criteria, with the amended wording. This was seconded by Capt. G G Mitchell and agreed by the Board.

These dates were accepted on the motion of the Chairman, seconded by Mr B P Gregson. 

Review of Licensing Law in Scotland – Update
The Board considered a report by the Clerk to the Board (Appendix 4).

The Depute Clerk introduced this report and advised that the Scottish Executive proposal was that training will be offered to new Board Members within three months of their appointment, and will be conducted over ten hours with an examination at the end of the course.  Mr B P Gregson welcomed this and was of the opinion that it would give the Board Members and the public more confidence in the Board’s business.   

In relation to  Consultation on Draft Guidance and Regulations noted at paragraph 3, Mr B P Gregson suggested that the Board take responsibility for and be involved in the submission of comments and suggested an initial meeting be held soon to gather ideas on the Board’s response, with a further short meeting being held before the deadline for comments, which is 8 December.   The Depute Clerk to the Board agreed to provide Members with an Executive Summary of the Draft Guidance and Regulations which comprise over 200 pages.
