Licensing (Scotland) Act 2005 – Implementation Update/Policy Statement

The Depute Clerk to the Board introduced the report and the Service Manager – Environmental Health provided Members with an update on the Licensing Forum.  She advised that the first meeting of the Forum had taken place, and was an introduction to the role of the Forum for the representatives to communicate to their area members.  The Service Manager – Environmental Health advised that at the next Forum Meeting, representatives would be asked for their comments on the draft policy.  She advised that she had already received some comments.  She also advised that the Chair of the meeting had proposed a joint meeting of the Forum and the Board.  

The Depute Clerk to the Board advised that a joint meeting with the Forum had been suggested before the policy statement is finalised by the Board.   He added that a detailed critique from the Scottish Beer & Pub Association was attached and the draft statement had been amended in light of the critique.  The Depute Clerk advised that he had also received an Implementation Update letter from the Scottish Government Criminal Justice Directorate.  The Depute Clerk circulated copies of the letter without enclosures, attached as Annex A.   He advised that an area yet to be finalised was the Fee Regulations.  The Depute Clerk said that general discussion with Licensees on the implementation of the new regime would be required.  Members agreed that it was important to meet with all agencies.
