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Licensing (Scotland) Act 1976 – Policy and Practice for Extension of Hours
The Board considered a report by the Clerk to the Board (Appendix 1).  

The Convener to the Board was of the opinion that the policy decision of the Board on 21 January, to restrict the 3am extensions to 2am with a 1am curfew on admittance, was the correct one.  He said however, that the curfew would cause problems for country halls on the occasions of Up-Helly-Aa as squads would not turn up until after 1am.   He advised that the Board had discussed the matter at a pre-meeting and it was not their intention to change the policy decision, but that each application would be looked at on its own merits.  

Inspector Smith advised that the concerns expressed previously by the Police Service regarding 2am extensions related to nightclubs and was not intended to include the Country Halls.

The Service Manager – Environmental Health advised that the 1am curfew may become an issue for pubs with regard to smokers leaving the premises and not being allowed back in.  She said that this would be more difficult  for pub owners to manage.  Mr A J Cluness said that it was up to the individual whether they leave the premises.  

Mr A J Cluness moved that the Board approve the applications listed in the Appendix to the report, but with no 1am curfew, and that by way of clarification the policy decision by the Board to restrict the Extension of Hours to 2am with a 1am curfew remain in place, but that each application be considered on its own merits.  Mr A J Hughson seconded.
