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1 PURPOSE OF THE WORKSHOP

1.1 INTRODUCTION

The Planning Etc. (Scotland) Act 2006 introduced new requirements for the
preparation of development plans within Scotland. In the future the current system
of Structure and Local Plans will be replaced by a single new Local Development
Plan (LDP) supported by Supplementary Planning Guidance. The Plan will be
subject to strategic environmental assessment (SEA) under the Environmental
Assessment (Scotland) Act 2005 and the SEA process will be integrated in the
LDP development process.

The first stage of the preparation of the new plan was publication of the
Development Plan Scheme which set out how the new LDP will be delivered. The
Council Planning Service published this in March 2009.

The second stage is to ensure that the new LDP is based on up to date
information and legislation to ensure that the new policies for development are
sound and comprehensive and relevant into the next decade.

The starting point for the information gathering is the preparation and publication
for consultation of a Mains Issues Report (MIR). This will permit wide public
participation on the main issues and changes that have occurred since the
previous plans. In addition the MIR will set out alternatives for future development
and identify the Council’s preferred option informed by a sound evidence base.

The Planning Service is undertaking a series of tasks to underpin the development
of the MIR. These include initial consultations with a wide range of stakeholders
and a review of the relevance of policies in the existing Structure and Local Plans
(a Monitoring Report). As part of the consultations with stakeholders two
workshops are proposed. The first, which is reported in this document, was
designed to:

e provide stakeholders with information about the LDP process;

¢ identify relevant strategies and commitments which other organisations or the
Council and departments of the Council are implementing;

e explore the key drivers of change which should be taken into account in the
future; and

e discuss the constraints and opportunities all these issues present to
development of the LDP.

In the second workshop (planned for 31%' of August 2009) alternatives for
development will be explored in the framework of outputs from the initial work to
date including the outputs from the first workshop and the SEA process and how it
will be integrated with the development of the LDP will be described in more detail.

1.2 THE WORKSHOP

The first MIR stakeholder workshop was held on 2nd July 2009 at the Lerwick
Hotel. Invitations were extended to some 116 representatives of the Council,
statutory agencies, community council representatives, the NHS etc. Some 29
people were able to attend part, or all of, the workshop. A list of those invited to
the workshop and attendees are included in Appendix A.

It was considered appropriate to have the initial workshops in the week during the
daytime because many of the Council sections and statutory agencies do not
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operate during out of office hours. The importance of community representation
and engagement in the collation of the MIR and LDP is recognised to enable a
better understanding of the key issues and the relevant complexities. It is the
intention that as the LDP process evolves Planning Service will focus on how this
can best be achieved in collaboration with the community. Meetings in the future
will be planned in various locations at convenient times for the community
including in the evenings and at weekends.

The first workshop ran from 10.00am to about 4.30pm. It was facilitated by
Natural Capital Ltd with presentations from Hannah Nelson and Bessie Barron of
SIC Planning Service. Layout of the Workshop Report

2.4 'WORKSHOP EXERCISES

24.1 Introductions and Introduction to the Workshop

A general introduction to the workshop was given by Planning Service welcoming
participants and introducing Natural Capital (NC). An overview of who was at the
workshop (that is work interests) was given and participants were asked by NC
where they came from in Shetland (or further a field). Most areas of Shetland
were found to be represented.

Everyone at the workshop was there because they had an interest in strategic land
use planning which will guide development in Shetland in the future. It was
acknowledged that the MIR process (and therefore the workshop) is challenging
but provides opportunities to feed into sound decisions as the LDP process moves
forward. It is important to understand each other’s views but to stay focussed on
development planning acknowledging the issues which should be understood in
developing the new Plan.

2.4.2 Introduction to the Development Plan Scheme and the Main Issues
Report

Hannah Nelson (HN) of SIC Planning Service presented an overview of the LDP
process and in particular the approach to researching and collating the MIR.
Bessie Barron gave an overview of the work inputting to the Monitoring Report and
HN about the ongoing research capacity studies. The workshop attendees were
encouraged to look forwards rather than to reflect on past or ongoing issues. It
was acknowledged that many other strategies/plans and programmes have been
through extensive public consultation in their own right from the Education Blue
Print to the Transport Strategy. The two initial workshop opportunities will provide
an opportunity to gather information and discuss how all relevant information can
be integrated with the developing LDP and addressed in land-use planning terms.

Copies of the slides used in the presentation are included in Appendix B.

24.3 Introduction to the Workshop

It was explained the workshop had been designed primarily to explore the relevant
framework for the MIR and the key issues driving planning decisions in the future.
A focus is to ensure that new uses for land and buildings are right for the location
and contribute to the development needs of any area taking account of other
initiatives relevant to planning but being considered by other organisations.
Participants were encouraged to think of planning in the widest sense including
housing, education, transport infrastructure, commercial development and the
whole range of community facilities all within the framework of sustainable
development taking account (in the widest sense) of social, economic and
environmental needs all over Shetland.

The format for the workshop was introduced by NC. Plans need clear visions and
objectives and must take account of relevant drivers for change as we move on in
the 21% century. It is also important to take account of what has changed since
the last plans were developed and understand the issues at Shetland and national
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levels. If the opportunities and constraints of the new framework for the
development plan are well understood the alternative means of tackling issues and
needs in development terms can be identified and assessed in a relevant strategic
framework.

The majority of the workshop was designed as small group sessions with feedback
and discussions in plenary. All outputs were recorded but not attributed to an
individual or organisation.

2.4.4 What is your 20 Year Vision for the Future of Shetland?

Workshop participants were asked to spend a few minutes discussing the LDP
process in their group and to consider what the LDP should be trying to achieve
for Shetland. Ideas were recorded as a ‘strategic vision’ for Shetland for the next
~20 years. Outputs from the plenary feedback are recorded in Section 3.2 and
group outputs are included in Appendix C, Section C1.

It as intended that the outputs would feed into and inform the objectives for the
MIR and ultimately the LDP.

Participants were reminded of the relevance of the Structure Plan which has stood
up well to the passage of time and other work including consultation and other
studies which have informed The Long Range Forecast; the Shetland Resolution
and the Priorities and Single Outcome Agreement (SOA).

2.4.5 Key Drivers for Change

The next session of the workshop was designed to explore the key drivers for
change in next ~20 years. Participants were asked to consider how the relevant
national and local agendas were changing and what is driving those changes.
They were asked to consider what the changes have been since the existing
Structure and Local Plans were published and what is happening in Shetland and
elsewhere that should be taken into account in the MIR and in evolving the LDP
(that is what is driving the framework for planning in the future).

Participants were asked to think strategically and to consider what other strategies
and guidance need to be taken into account as the process moves forward to
ensure the LDP is fully integrated with these (where relevant or appropriate).
Some examples include new legislation; statutory strategies such as the Regional
Transport Strategy; climate change including implications of new Climate Change
Bill; the implications of the wider sustainability agenda; biodiversity; geodiversity;
sustainable developments; settlement strategies; energy; waste, land constraints;
building sustainable communities; organisational strategies; SOA; National
Planning Frameworks etc.

A list of Structure Plan topics was provided and an example of another
organisation’s (HIE) summarised targets read out (see Appendix D).

Outputs from the plenary feedback are recorded in Section 3.3 and group outputs
are included in Appendix C, Section C2.

2.4.6 Constraints and Opportunities

In the last exercise the focus was on the current drivers for change and what
needs to be taken into account in the MIR and in developing the LDP. In this
exercise the focus was on discussing and recording the constraints and
opportunities the outputs from the previous exercise offer to the LDP (with a
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specific focus on what they mean in the Shetland context). Groups were invited to
focus at a strategic level and to think widely (‘outside the box’).

In this exercise the constraints and opportunities associated with any drivers for
change were recorded by each group but not the means of solving and addressing
these or taking advantage of them. An example provided was to consider the
climate change scenario and what that means to Shetland. What are constraints
the new Climate Change Bill presents (42% reduction in carbon emissions by
2020 and 80% by 2050) and what opportunities for Shetland does it present?

Outputs from the plenary feedback are recorded in Section 3.4 and group outputs
are included in Appendix C, Section C3.

2.4.7 Solving the Problems and Capturing the Opportunities

The next exercise looked at how the problems can be solved; constraints met; and
opportunities taken. Participants were asked to consider whether there were
alternative approaches to meeting constraints and opportunities remembering
current legislative drivers; strategies etc that had been talked about in the earlier
exercises. Again everyone was asked to think widely.

An example given was that in considering climate change options to meet the
challenges it presents include: reducing miles travelled; not building near the sea;
allow for flooding in design of culverts; not impacting on floodplains if this can
avoid; encouraging energy efficient buildings etc.

Outputs from the plenary feedback are recorded in Section 3.5 and group outputs
are included in Appendix C, Section C4.

2.4.8 Bringing Forward Development Proposals and their Assessment

HN gave a PowerPoint presentation describing how development proposals and
early expressions of interest will be brought forward and the tools which will be
developed to assess these in the context of the LDP. An approach by
Aberdeenshire Council was described in which a series of appraisal framework
tools have been developed and used in the assessment of proposals which were
brought forward in response to asking developers etc to bring forward
suggestions. The need to integrate SEA in the MIR and the LDP was emphasised
and the potential to use environmental baseline information collated for a generic
scoping report described.

Copies of the slides used in the presentation are included in Appendix B.

2.4.9 Assessing Proposals and Alternatives

The last exercise in the workshop concentrated on considering the sensitivities
which should be taken into account in assessing proposals and policies and
should be included in any assessment tool. How do we protect the built and
natural environmental and ensure proposals are sustainable? Attendees were
asked what must be considered and cannot be missed.

A copy of the SEA framework from the generic SEA scoping report was provided
to each group for reference (see Appendix E).

Outputs from the plenary feedback are recorded in Section 3.6 and group outputs
are included in Appendix C, Section C5.
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2.4.10 Going Forward - what needs to be done next?

In the final summary session a brief overview of the key findings of the workshop

was provided and an introduction to the second workshop given. The challenges

ahead of maintaining enthusiasm in a process at community level when there are
many initiatives being taken forward was acknowledged and yet the importance of
successful community and stakeholder engagement is key to the development of a
robust LDP.
