This progress on the national
stage is important for us here in Shetland and should help to inspire our own local athletes whether to get involved in sport

for the first time or to push the performance boundaries.sportscotland, the national agency for sport, and national
governing bodies continue to work with us and other local partners to invest in our sport and our athletes, and despite
access to high level competition remaining a challenge for us, access to high level coaching expertise and facilities is

Having fun in sport and physical activity is just as important, and we are working hard to ensure everyone has the
opportunity to do so. There is some really great work emerging around Disability Sport in Shetland and we are conscious of
the findings of the 60On Da Level & report from Shetl and|0s
around those who find it hardest to get in to sport or be physically active. We are also building on the success of the FAS|T
boys football project by broadening the opportunities for young women to engage in sport and physical activity.

General participation rates are increasing and the number of children accessing exttaricular opportunities is also
growing. School pupils across Shetland have made 46,886 visits to Active Schools supported sport and physical activity
sessions in the past yead a 19% increase on the previous 12 months.

The figures released in September 2016, show that during the 2015/16 academic year the number of activity sessions
offered have increased by 9% to 2314, with 15 different sports on offer as well as a wide range of multi sport after school
clubs.

After the spike of the Commonwealth Games, the number of people delivering these sessions decreased by 9% to 192,
However 91% of these people are delivering activities as volunteers and more and more are gaining coaching qualificationg



through their involvement with Active Schools. The Active Schools programme in Shetland also reaches 58% of the
entire school population which is an incredible 15% above the national average.

We are currently in the review phase of the Shetland Sport Strategy 2eA@17 and are seeking the opinions of
people involved in sport (and those who are not) to see what difference the strategy, which was a partnership
between Shetland Islands Council, Shetland Recreational Trust, NHS Shetland spattscotland has made for them.
Interim data of the strategic indicators suggests a mainly positive trend of improvement but it will be interesting to see
what the public have to say. They were involved in the creation of the strategy and it is right that it is evaluated by
those who it was designed to support and the feedback will inform the development of a new single strategy for sport
and physical activity due in 2017. Whilst Active Schools, Sports Development and Community Sports Hubs play a
crucial role in delivering the Shetland Sport Strategy, this report is not focussed on those indicators. A separate
report on the Shetland Sport Strategy itself will be published in early 2017.

The report has grown again this year as we bring Community Sports Hubs to be led by Louise Malcolmson, under our
direct management and we look forward to working with hub clubs on initiatives and events that will make a
difference to them in their community. Andrea Strachan has also joined our team as Sports Development Officer and
is already underway getting to know the sporting landscape in Shetland, the clubs and the people who make sport
happen. One of her first tasks is to become a panel member of the Shetland Sports Awarda area of sporting
success and recognition she should be quite familiar with after 3 triumphs as Shetland Sportsperson of the Year!

We hope you enjoy reading abogbme of the work we are involved in and the impact our team are having.
