NOTICE is hereby given that Shetland Islands Council propose to make the above named Order under Section 14 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, as amended.

The Order is necessary in the interests of safety and to facilitate a road crossing to install electrical cables under the A970 Gremista Road.

1 Temporary Road Closure
The general effect of this Order is that no person shall, at any time drive or cause or permit to be driven any vehicle or pedal cycle on that length of the A970 Gremista Road, from the roundabout at Gremista Brae and commencing  in a northerly direction to the Lerwick Power Station access, a distance of 175 metres or thereby, as shown coloured red on Drawing No T10/2026, annexed and subscribed as relative hereto.

2 Nothing in Article 1 above shall apply so as to prevent the driving or permitting to remain at rest any vehicle associated with the said construction works.
3 Alternative Route
An alternative route exists via the Gremista Brae, Ladies Drive and the A970.
4 The period of operation of the proposed Order shall operate from 7pm until 7am from Friday evening 3 April 2026 until Monday morning 6 April 2026.
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
